Goals/Objectives: Connect visitor to collection with a hands on and/or outdoors
experience. Provide learning opportunity through guided discovery and observation with a
variety of activities.

Connection to museum: Preserved bird collection inside and live bird watching outside

Content:
Introduction:
e Invite visitors to participate in activity. Ask a question: What creature do you think
this is? — referring to bird in case on table or in collections area.
e Introduce self and components of drop by
e Overview of activity: observe preserved birds, create own nature sketch, look at
bird feathers under microscope, bird watch from rooftop exhibit, books.

Body:

Drawing details. Visitors may draw at the worktable, anywhere in museum, or outside.

They must return supplies. All supplies are kept on the supply table — none on the

worktable.

e Drawing supplies: visitor selects drawing paper color, container of pencils and
clipboard with guided directions. Ask them to return supplies to you when finished.

e Encourage the use of the guided directions.

e Suggest visitors look at our permanent collection of birds as well as specimen on
table before they begin.

e Matting: After drawing is complete have visitor hold field sketch over different colors
of mat board and select which one they like best.

e Have visitor place drawing upside down on newsprint and apply glue to back.

e Visitor places picture on mat board.

Conclusion:

e Tell visitor about our new weekend and free day drop by programs with rotating
themes and encourage to return.

e Comment on visitor's drawing; connect back to herps in PNNM'’s live collection.

e Extend to museum collection: Invite visitors to check out the collections on the
south side of the exhibit, other areas where birds can be found, and the rooftop
exhibit.
